Getting in your truck to find important items missing is aggravating, as well as unfair.  Please review the vehicle item checklist and make sure you adhere to it.

1.
Please confirm all the items on this list are accounted for at the beginning of your trip by checking them of the vehicle item checklist, and report all items not accounted for immediately during waking hours. At the end of each trip please again check over this list and account for all the items that were accounted for at the beginning of the trip and those items replaced during your trip.

2.
You are responsible for these items.  If they are not there when someone else gets in your truck and you have not reported them missing there will be a business meeting.

3.
Please keep personal items to a minimum.  Whatever can be packed in your duffle, etc.  If you have to slip seat for some reason you want a replacement driver to easily store your things and have room for his/hers. You want the same accommodation in the truck you get into. Trucks that are not cleaned and free of trash will be cleaned and a business meeting between the last drivers and the company will ensue.
4) Items not on this list but permitted to be left in truck are items pertinent to the truck such as but not limited to; oil, coolant, spare light bulbs, anti-freeze, bungee cords, duct tape, trash bags, electric fans, spare glad-hand seals, zip ties, gloves.
